Qualifier and the FAI F4C class within that contest, the F4C will be considered
a Qualifier for the Masters in Dayton this fall. So, what this does, is to give
those who want to participate in the Team Selection another chance to
compete in the F4C class and qualify for the Masters at the same time. It also
gives you a chance to practice for the Team Selection and hopefully the World
Championships in 2004. It appears to be a win/win for everyone. If a scale
contest near you doesn’t offer the F4C class, ask them to hold it! If they need
technical help either Steve Sauger or any NASA officer will be glad to assist.

The FAI Team Selection will be held at the Nationals.
Want to enter F4C or F4B and not enter the Team
selection? That’s ok. But it’s still the same class, you just
select not to go to the World Championships in 2004. Why
do it this way? Well the old KISS principle comes to mind.
In 2001, it was very confusing for the tabulation personal
(you never want to tick them off) as they do an incredible
task for everyone. It’s even more confusing when you try
to list two events as the same at Nats Headquarters. So,
this seemed the simplest way to handle the F4C and F4B.
The FAI Executive Committee, the AMA Competition
Department, F4 Scale Selection Committee as well as the
NASA officers all agree on this one. 

Toledo 2003
NASA participated in Toledo again this year with not only

our NASA booth but the NASA Scale Road Show.
Attendance was down this year for both the Toledo Show
as well as for the Scale Road Show. It appears that winter
weather was the reason many left early on Saturday and
Sunday’s attendance was really light.

Road Show presenters had a wealth of information to
pass along to modelers and potential scale competitors
this year. For the first time we also included a couple of
presenters for RC Indoor Scale with Mike Gretz and Jim
Rediske. They spoke to the audience about kit bashing a
ARF model to make it closer to scale and also some of the
aircraft types flown indoors that aren’t usually seen
outside due to them getting blown all over the place.

SIG had two new ARF kits there, a Bristol Scout and the
Curtiss Jenny. Both of these models have the same
dimensions and power requirements. I’m not sure about
the wingspan, but would guess about 36”. When compared
to other scale ARFs of the same type, the SIG kits have
thinner airfoils and look more like a model than two
chunks of foam for wings, with blunt leading edges. 

One modeler had taken one of the Jenny kits and really
tricked it out with details and water based paint he
obtained from Wal-Mart. Geees anywhere but Wal-Mart!
He also used both thread for flying wires on the tail
surfaces and functional fishing line on the wing bracing
and struts. Add larger wheels and U.S. markings and it
looks pretty realistic. Both models flew well indoors in the
area used at Bowling Green University on Saturday night

after the show that day. 

Indoor Flying at Bowling Green Univ.
The University is about 20 miles south of Toledo, and it

was COLD!, WINDY!, with WINTER LIKE CONDITIONS!,
but that was outside. Inside it was warm and there wasn’t
any wind, no snow and even at night the fully lit arena was
well lit and models flew with great authority. Well, most of
them did...

Dave Platt brought his newest model, a WWI Taube, to
the arena and flew it that evening I believe, along with a
couple of other models. Dave Fogarty was there and
enjoyed the show and flew also. NASA members Eduardo
Esteves and his wife Ana attended from Brazil, to see the
indoor flying, which was a first for them, I believe. There
were several people from outside of the USA there who
really enjoyed the experience of indoor flying.

How does Jim put it, no bugs, no temperature problems,
no wind, no sunburn, no rain or other weather type
problems, gee that takes all the fun out of it doesn’t it? A
school gym is pretty small for these models but sports
centers or an arena with multiple basketball courts would
be great. Most of the models flown that Saturday night
only weighed 15 ounces, or less. 

Best of Show, as well as Best Jet, at Toledo was won by
Joe Grice with his F-100 Sabre Jet named “Pretty Penny”.
The BVM model is covered with Flite Metal aluminum
covering which is a company owned by our webmaster Ed
Clayman. Ed’s been selling this thin aluminum covering
for a couple of years now. George Mairana has also used it
on his new Chinese Tu-4 type.

FAI Team Raffle 
NASA usually raffles a kit off at the Toledo Show, but this

year we subbed this out to the FAI Team Selection
Committee Chairman, Steve Sauger to try and help build
the Team Fund. Steve obtained a Top Flite T-34 kit from
the company and we finally sold about $200 in raffle
tickets. Many modelers who stopped at the booth, their
first question was “do I have to build it?” We lost several
sales to this question. In the future we have to realize that
when we are at trade shows or scale contests even, and
trying to sell raffle tickets we need to really look at ARF’s,
or as some also suggested, at the show like George
Mairana- tools for modelers. Who can’t use a new Dremel
tool? 

Nationals Sponsors
We have gained many sponsors for the Nationals this

year, especially for the Junior classes of competition.
Companies naturally like the idea of having their products
being awarded to junior modelers who are the future of
scale competition. I don’t have a complete list of sponsors
